So it was just Moose Hunt-

ing. We had two fly-in remote Moose 

hunts. The biggest Bull of the year was 

taken at Nanika Lake. So both the Kid-

price and Atna Lakes were not hunted 

for Moose this year and my special once a 

year Moose hunt at Rum Lake was not 

booked either. These areas should be 

prime in 2009. If there are any of you 

guys interested in a remote fly-in hunt, 

these three areas would be good to con-

sider.

We have bookings for Moose into 2012, 

with most of the booking during the last 

two weeks of the hunting season. This is 

when the Moose move down from the 

high country and increase the resident 

population around the wintering range. 

I have had quite a few enquiries already 

for 2009, which surprises me with the 

economy being so bad. I have had a 

Video of a Black bear hunt shown in It-

aly on their Outdoor TV channel and 

have had a few enquires already and 

many hits on the website, so I hope to get 

a few bookings for this spring Black 

bear season. 

One of Fly-in Moose hunts was with a 

group of Italians. This was a real experi-

ence for them. It was not like hunting in 

Africa. We do not have house maids and 

bush beaters and the accommodations 

are more rustic than what they are use 

too. Also Canada is not like Africa, the 

Moose are not in herds and when the 

hunter sees a reasonable size Bull they 

better take it, as they may not see many 

others bigger or the same size during the 

week.

Gunnar Cartwright and his father Jim 

Cartwright booked one of my exclusive 

Moose hunts at Little Nanny lake. This 

hunt is only offered once a year for one or 

two hunters only. This area is very remote 

and can only be accesses for hunting by 

float plane. We set up a Wall Tent for ac-

commodations and use a Canoe for trans-

portation on the small lake. There are a 

number of sub-alpine meadows around the 

lake to hunt.  Gunnar hunted hard and 

when he got the opportunity to shoot his 

first Moose, he took careful aim and shot. I 

have not seen many adult hunters that shot 

that well at their first moose.
