Blow-
ing the end of the gun case out and the bull¢
passed Chad only inches away. When Chac
turned around to see what had happened,
the gun was pointed at him.

After a phone call to me, | cancelled
the hunt for this hunter. He claimed in 40
years of hunting he had never had this hap-
pen. He said it was the guns fault. | guess tt
gun loaded its self and pulled the trigger.

Black Bear population is very plentiful in
this part of British Columbia. The Gov-
ernment even allows each hunter to take
two Black Bear per hunter per year.

My territory has 60% mountain terrain
with a healthy Mountain Goat population.
If a hunter want to work at it, he has the
opportunity to take home a Boone and
Crocket Goat.

This Territory has a large population of
Mountain Grizzly. We recommend hunt-
ing them in the Spring Season.
