Spring Black bear hunting was good 
as always. I only had two spring Black 
bear hunters from Texas and they  
took two nice Black Bears each. We 
saw lots of Bears during the six day 
hunt. Plus Gary took a nice Grizzly on 
the eleventh hour of the hunt. This is 
due to having to wait two days after 
the purchase of the Grizzly tag before 
a hunter can hunt Grizzly. It was a 
good thing the Grizzly stayed feeding 
in the same area, they usually do not. 
The hunter gambled and this time he 
won. 
Black Bear hunting in this area is 
great, the success is near 100% Plus 
the hunter can take two Black Bear as 
an option. 

In July, we flow into Nanika Lake to 
work on the Lodge. We took some of 
our neighbors to help on the project. 
We spent five days painting, replacing 
the rotten sun decks, adding trim and 
putting in a new wood heater. To paint 
the whole out side of the Lodge we took 
Don Thompson.

By 
this I mean the hunter should try to fol-
low the recommended gear list provided 
on the Web Site and wear cloths that are 
quit in the bush, not talk out load while 
hiking, boating or out side of the vehicle, 
try to be quit while hiking through the 
woods. We as the Guide can only do so 
much to make the hunt successful, there 
is some things the hunter should do too.
